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Samartha Guru 
Ramadasa 

Samartha Guru Ramadasa was the 
17th Century saint from Central India . 
He undertook penance at Panchavati 
for 12 years; did wayfaring throughout 
India making deep observation of the 
prevailing circumstances and then 
engaged himself in the task of social 
and religious upliftment. He conveyed 
the message of adopting the 
philosophy of 'Karma-Yoga' to the 
Hindus reeling under the attacks of the 
alien anti-Dharma forces, to become 
competent (w,ef), agile (~ef) and 
brilliant(~). 

He was the guide -philosopher to 
Kshatrapati Shivaji who led 
formidable resistance against the 
iconoclastic tyrant , Aurangazeb , and 
thus helped to establish an 
Independent (free from Moghul 
dominance) Hindu self-government 
('Hindavi Swarajya') based on the 
ideals of the Sanatana Dharma. 

He popularized and gave new 
interpretation to the devotional 
worship by removing the dependency 
upon elaborate 'Brahmanical' rituals . 
He inspired the Hindus to shun off their 
weakness by preaching the worship of 
the Bow-Arrow-Wielding Bhagawana 
Shri Rama and invoking the invincible 
strength of Shri Hanuman as a part of 
mainstream culture throughout India . 
He established more than one thousand 
hermitages (Matha) each one having 
an Akhara (wrestling-arena) for 
physical exercises to make the people 
physically fit , strong and healthy with 
a view to inculcate the message of 
Shakti-Pooja (veneration to the 
goddess ofrighteous strength). 

His poetic creation , Dasabodha , 
provides guidance for achieving the 
spiritual goal as well as for living the 
worldly life rationally and effectively.

EVERY INQUIRING MIND OUGHT TO KNOW 

Q. Why is there continuing terrorism inflicting untold miserie s, unrest 
and bloodshed in the world ? 

A. Terrori sm is violenc e, destruction , sabotage, intimidation , agitation 
and threat committed against innocent people. In the present context, we 
can briefly define terrorism as premeditated and deliberate, covert and overt, 
plans and acts perpetrated by individual(s) and/or group(s) of individuals 
causing injury or death of innocent people and/or destruction of their properties 
and/or sabotage their legitimate institutions, in order to wrongfully threaten, 
alarm, frighten and intimidate them, and to spread dismay, horror and panic 
among them. 

It is hardly of any avail to look at this problem in purely academic 
terms, or in airy abstraction. We turn the pages of history and discover that 
terrorism is not a totally new phenomenon. Lt is continuing since the beginning 
of life on the earth. The early motivation behind it has mostly been the desire 
for domination, accumulation of power and material possess ions. Then the 
direct messe ngers of God arrived. Their words were fo rced to be accepted 
as the words of God. In the process their fo llowers were organized who in 
turn used force to recruit more fo llowers and thus gained more power, then 
more power. Any one res isting their command was killed. Intermitt ently, the 
war of religious supremacy continued. In the past, millions and millions of 
people who did not convert to the religion of the invaders were slaughtered 
in the name of God. The world history is colored with the human blood 
mindless ly spilled in the name of religion. The emergence of different cultural 
and rac ia l ideo log ies, politica l or ientati ons and economic sys tem s has 
accelerated the ongoing waves of hurting the people. Now these underlying 
root-causes of this sco urge to humanity have taken an epidemic proportion. 

Who among the 'po litico-religious' leaders are to blame for this? 
Certainly those who preach inhuman hatred, violent and oppress ive domination

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HAPPINESS: IT IS THE TRUE HUMAN NATURE 
What is happiness? This question raises a fundamental concept of happiness which apparently is different for 
each individual. However , if we accept that each individua l is born of divine nature , a common thread could be 
found to define happiness . 

Generally speaking , it is a frame of mind of a person denoting to what extent the intrinsic needs , desires and 
aspirations of the person are realized or are perceived to be realizable within available resources. One's greatest 
resource is one's life itself , which is time-bound and limited unless one believes in the theory of immortality 
and transmigration of the soul (reincarnation). Likewise , one's aspirations may be limited or boundless 
depending on one's attitude and knowledge. 

More specifically , happiness is a subjective human characteristic representing the degree of hannony between 
his or her inner and outer worlds . The conscious or subconscious innern1ost reality of an individual is the 
inherent divinity we commonly call the soul or Atma. The outer reality is the surrounding environment and 
one's interactions with it. However , the Ultimate Reality is THAT Timeless , Omnipresent and Omnipotent 
Entity we call God or Absolute or Supreme Soul (Paramatma). Happiness , then , is a measure of the harn1ony of 
the soul (Atma) with God (Paramatma) . This hannony can be enhanced by the understanding and following of 
the true human Nature (Dharma) , through the path(s) of proper knowledge , action and devotion to God.

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VEDANTA 
An Evol utionary Approach to Happi ness 

The word 'Vedanta' literally means ' the end-point (or gist) of 
knowledge. ' It represents the complete knowledge for living a happy 

life. It is the post -script of the philosophy enunciated in the Vedas and 
collected in the Upanishads. It provides an open forum for discussion for 
each individual to decide for himself or herself the path that may be 
beneficial and practical to follow. Because of its open and evolutionary 
approach to life and liberty, it may be boldly declared that the reason and 
logic is the basis of Vedanta and not dogma . 

We need to look at Vedanta in its pristine glory. Make an independent 
assessment of truth without relying on authorities. George Bernard Shaw 
once remarked that the most intelligent person he has met in his life was 
his tailor. "Because he is the only one, who takes fresh measurements 
every time I go to him ." This should be our approach to Vedanta. 

We need not let ourselves get hypnotized by views and opinions of others. 
Even the intelligentsia has been accepting religious doctrines and dogmas 
passively . Some accept a religious belief just because it is the oldest. 
Others accept it only because it is followed by vast numbers. Still others 
accept it because it comes from a great personality . Few get to the merit 
of teaching . There is a blind following everywhere. Such an approach to 
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religion has brought about a spiritual epidemic. It is practically destroying 
the human race. 

If religion has to serve people , it has to be judged and accepted on its own 
merit and not on authorities. The study of Vedanta will reveal to you that 
it is founded on its own authority. It is based on reason and logic. You 
must , therefore approach Vedanta as you would science or mathem atics. A 
faith founded on authority is no faith. Take up Vedanta on its own merits. 
Do not allow the personality and life of a spiritual master to interfere 
with his teaching. Only then you will be able to enter into the spirit of 
religion.

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BASIC PRINCIPLES AND PRACTICES OF THE 
HINDU DHARMA 

Bharat Gajjar 

1. The ultimate Goal of life as propounded by Hinduism is moksha or 
mukti (liberation from the cycle of endless rebirths or reincarnation) , 
which means to become One with God, that is, the merger of the 
atma (soul) with Paramatma (the Absolute or Supersoul). To achieve 
moksha , recommended practices include loving God and His creation , 
knowing the Self, doing Dharma (duty, righteous acts), performing 
Sadhana (spiritual practices), yoga (physical and mental practices 
toward realization of God), dhyana ( concentration anq meditation upon 
God) , samadhi (temporarily losing the self for God-realization) , 
darshan (visualization of deity), yagna (penance and austerities) , 
puja (worship and devotional rituals) , japa (reciting God 's name or 
mantra) , seva-karma (selfless service to the needy) , going on 
pilgrimages, visiting temples,. bathing in sacred rivers such as the Ganga , 
and generally being good and doing good , etc . More generally , 
considering the practical aspects of human life, four stage-wise 
objectives of life in Hinduism are considered to be dharma 
(performance of one's duty), artha (acquisition oflivelihood and proper 
material prosperity), kama (fulfillment of proper desires) and moksha 
(liberation from the bondage of life). 

I 
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Absolute or Supreme Reality or God that is All-powerful, 
Omniscient, All-pervading, beyond forms and attributes (Nirgun). 
Three primary aspects of Brahman commonly worshipped by the Hindus 
with form and attributes (Sagun) in relation to the Universe are called: 
Brahma (the Creator ; his con sort is Sarasvati , the goddess of 
Knowledge) , Vishnu (the Preserver, his consort is Lakskmi , the goddess 
of Prosperity) and Shiva or Mahesha (the Destroyer, his consort is 
Parvati who also takes the forms of Durga and Kali , the ferocious 
goddess of Death). A pantheon of gods and goddesse s symbolically 
represent other aspects and forces of Nature , human virtues and 
attributes and are personified for ease in concentration, puja and 
meditation ; for example Indra (god of Rain , king of gods), Agni (god 
of Fire) , Ganesh a (god of auspiciousness , son of Shiva and Parvati) , 
etc. Hindus are free to worship any or all: Nirgun Brahman , Sagun 
Brahman , one or more of the gods and goddesses as Personal deity, or 
even none ( etheism), depending on their individual preference , 
intellectual and devotional bent or life-experiences . There is no 
compulsion or stricture regarding worship , prayer, pilgrimage , temple­
visits , etc. Hindus have complete freedom of thought, belief and 
expression. 

3. All that exists , has ever existed in the Past , and will ever exist in the 
Future , in the Universe is manifestation and abode of God ; and the 
primal syllable 'OM' symbolically designates Existence in its entiret y 
as well as God . God is All and All is God. This unique and supreme 
thesis of Hinduism is enunciated in the familiar Sanskrit mantras: 
'Soham' (I Am He); 'Tattwamasi' (Thou Art THAT) , etc. 

4. In each yuga (cosmic era, lasting for hundreds and thousands of years) , 
Lord Vishnu comes to earth as an Avatar (God 's incarnation in a 
human or other forms) to save the earth and righteous people , and to 
rid the world of evil-doers. Lord Vishnu 's many incarnations include 
that in the form of Rama (in the Treta Yuga) , Krishna (in the 
Dwapar Yuga) , etc. 

In this world , humiliation is worse than even death. 
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5. Karma is the cause-and-effect concept based on the princip le that 

one 's action s inevitably produce con esponding reaction s. Good results 
come from good actions , bad from bad. Karma leads to reincarnation 
to enj oy or suffer the resu lts of earlier good or bad actions , respecti vely 
- leading to the continuin g circ le of birth and death. Everyone shou ld 
advance in each life toward the ultimate goal of achieving moksha. 

6. Yoga mean s union with God . Types of yoga include the Jnaana­
yoga (the path of knowledge) , bhakti- yog a (the path of devotion) , 
karma- yoga (the path of righteous action) , raja-yog a (med itation , 
kundalini-asc ension), hatha- yoga (physical postures to relax the 
body and mind) , japa- yoga (reciting the names of God) , and mantra s­
yoga (reciting mantras such as, 'Aham Brahmo smi' - I am Brahman). 
Images (ido ls or other symbolica l representa tions) can be used as an 
aid for wors hip to focus one's concentration and devotion , espec ially 
by those who need such an aid due to lack of spiritual maturity for 
conceiving Nirgun Brahman. Anyone can adopt Hinduism as a faith , 
but to proselytize or to convert followers of other faiths or religions 
into Hindu ism is not prescribed or emphasized . 

7. The material play of the visib le world is tem1ed as maya (i llusion) . 
Purush (Ma le-aspect of God) , interacting with Pakriti (the Female­
aspect of God) , gives rise to maya. Transcending maya is essentia l for 
getting knowledge of the reality. Transcendenta l knowledge sets one 's 
mind free of maya and leads one to the state of Satchitananda (Truth/ 
Existence, Know ledge and Bliss). 

8. Truth (God) is One , but the paths to realize God are many . Some 
of the main paths or denominations of Hindui sm are: the Vaishnavas 
(Vishnu-worshippers) , the Shaivas (the Shiva-worshippe rs) and Shaktas 
(the Shakti-worshippers ; Shakti is the vita l Female force manifesting 
itself as Durga or Kali). Jainism , Buddh ism and Sikhism are other 
offshoot religions originating from Hinduism , but now assuming their 
own identity. Severa l philosophical principles, such as Dvyaita 
(Dua lism), Advyaita (Moan ism), Sankhya , Charvaka (Existentia lism) , 
as well as Shastras (treat ises in Logic , mathematic s, medicine , etc .) 
also form parts of the Hindu philosophy and scripture s.

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9. Main Hindu scripture con sists of a large number of volum es including 
the four Vedas (Rig-Veda, Sama-Veda, Yajur-Veda and Atharva­
Veda) and a set of the Upani shad s (108 U pani shads are present ly 
ava ilab le) . These are referred to as the Sruti, or Word of God to be 
heard and to be passed on through ora l trad ition from generat ion to 
generation . Popu lar epics of the Rama ya na , the Mahabharata 
(Itihasas, or histor y), and a serie s of the Purana s (mytho logy) and 

many other book s and commentarie s written by numerous (often 
anonymou s) sages , seers , thinkers, philo sophers and saints (referred to 
as the Smritis , what is remembered) are also part of the Hindu scr iptur e. 
The Bhagavad Gita is a celebrated part of the Mahabharata presenting 
a gist of the Upani shadic teachings. 

10. The four ashrams or phases of life are Brahmacarya (st udent phase , 

emp hasizing purity and celibacy), Grihastha (fami ly-p erson) , 
Vanprastha (retirement) and Sanyasa (renunciat ion of world ly ties 

for God ly pursuit). The Law of Karma refers to each good or bad 
actio n of a person giving rise to its good or bad reaction or result, 
respectively , in his or her present life or future incarnation as appropriate. 

11. It is one 's dharma (duty) to challenge or fight adharma (injustice 

or wrong-doing). Yet non -violence towards the weak is also Dharma. 
Vegetarianism is practiced to practice non-violence towards anima ls. 
The principle of non-violence is extended to all living beings. 

12. The Varn-vyavastha refers to assignment to a person of the four types 
of socia l functiona lity - Brah min (acq uirin g and imparting knowledge , 

teaching , adv ising the roya lty, religious respon sibil ities) , kshatriya 
(admini strat ion, defense and martial responsibilities) , vaishya (trade, 
farmi ng), and shudra (unskilled and menial services) . A person's varna 
(functioni lity or caste) wa s originally determined by his or her 
aptitude, qualification and inclination, but later became set by fami ly 
tradition or pedigree. Adherence to the caste sys tem is now weakening 
and is forma lly declared illega l und er the Indian Cons tituti on. Slavery 
has never been a part of the Hindu culture or history. 

An unjust person benefits neither himself nor others. 
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13. Mother, father and Guru (teacher) are to be regarded as venerable as 
God . The guru is the spiritua l teacher who takes one from darknes s 
(ignorance) to the light (knowledge). A guru 's grace is essential for 
receiving spiritual knowledge. 

14. Bharata or Hindusthana (India) is referred to as the divya-bhumi 
matru-bhoomi (the heavenl y Motherland) , where people of all religions 
are welcome. Histor ically, people suffering from religiou s persecution 
all over the wor ld (Jews , Chr istians, Persians , Buddhists) have found 
she lter in India . India has never invaded any country. Hinduism is a 
way of life rather than a dogmatic or excl usive religion in the Western 
sense of the word. Hinduism regards that the whole world is One 
Fami ly and teaches to respect all religions. Arnold Toynbee rightly 
said, "The world will realize that the only way to salvation for 
mankind is the Hindu way."
